Working from UML use-case documentation, this required identifying integration points and harmonising the data and object models of the Claims application within the BOF Enterprise Architecture.  Working in parallel with continuing application development, I successfully implemented, merged and deployed a number of integration releases into the development process.  This task entailed the identification and execution of changes throughout the all tiers of the application and the development of a comprehensive suite of J-Unit regression tests.

My role was primarily, to design and build the Metadata Repository.  I built it in Java using the Jena RDF engine as it’s basis and provided a Document Model facade to hide its complexities.  In addition to this, I wrote a web-crawler with a Struts font end, which harvests metadata from web pages, Word  and PDF documents and enables the users to edit and store the information in the repository.
